PROGRAM DESCRiPTION: Gnided Langnage Acquisition Design (GLAD) is an instructional
model with clear practical strategies promoting English language acquisition, academic
achievement, and cross-cultural skills. GLAD develops metacognitive use of high level academic
language and literacy and trains teachers to make content accessible. While the GLAD model is
specifically intended for English Learners, it is valuable ofall students.
During 2010-2011, 46 elementary teachers will be provided with a 7-day GLAD Professional
Development. The initial 2 days of training is for all 46 teachers. It provides the theoretical and
research base for the training and covers the cun-iculum model and practical strategies. The final 5
days of training are for 23 teachCl~ each, and include demonstration lessons in a regular classroom
in the mornings. The afternoons are used for processing and to give teachers "hands-on" planning.
The site of services is to be determined. The initial two days will be at a centralized District site,
and the demonsh'ation lessons will be at schools that are targeted for GLAD professional
development.
The professional development will be for teachers from targeted sites that have made the
commitment to have the full staff trained in GLAD, and that already have some teachers who have
been GLAD trained.

It is expected that GLAD training results in teachers' renewed commitment to high expectations and
high standards for all sbadents. The results for sbadents have been continued gains in standardized
test scores as well as renewed involvement in a classroom that is student-centered and fosters a
sense of identity and voice. GLAD is a United States Depattment of Education, OBEMLA, Project
of Academic Excellence; a California Department of Education Exemplmy Program, a model
reform program for the Comprehensive School Reform Design, and training model for five
Achieving Schools Award Winners. It was the recOlllinended K-8 project by the California State
Superintendent of Schools for teachers of English learners. It is also highlighted as a California
Depattment ofEducation "Best Practices" program for Title III professional development funding.
Through surveys, the English Leamer SUPPOlt Services team will identify what teachers did before,
and will do differently after receiving the GLAD professional development. The surveys will also
guide the follow-up SUppOlt that will be provided by English Leamer SUPPOlt Services.
